DAILY AWAKENING PRAYER:

• Pray for God to provide supernaturally for families that will be pressed hard with inflation and increased gas, grocery, and 
general life expenses.  

• Pray for God to give wisdom to families so they live by faith in their giving to God.   

• Pray for God’s people to help each other through prayer, support, and encouragement.

We continue our series: The Plan of the Kingdom of God (KoG) in the OT 
This week: The Plan Is for Us to Honor God | Text: 1-2 Chronicles | Focus Text: 1 Chronicles 17:25-27 
Main Thrust: God is the author and builder of the KoG. He allows us to be a part of it. He promised to send Jesus. Jesus has come. 
God saves people to honor Jesus. The kings of Israel who honored God were blessed and those who didn’t were cursed. Those who 
honor Jesus are blessed.  

• Challenge people to honor God because of the faithfulness of God. We have all failed, but God has not and will not fail.  

• Encourage people to know that God has kept His promises concerning Jesus and will keep them to the end. His plan is to 
bring glory and honor to His great name through building, sustaining, and fully establishing His Kingdom.   

• Teach people how 1 Chronicles begins by pointing to Jesus’ lineage and how 2 Chronicles ends with an incomplete sentence: 
the people were to “go up…” The Story is not finished. It has been written, but there is more to be lived out. Each generation 
will have challenging tasks to do that will honor God and point to Jesus.  

• Help people see their lives as part of the great plan of God and that by honoring God we each get to be a part of God’s eternal 
plan in the KoG.
